SUBJECT: Executive Directive 2007-16 — Reduction of State Expenditures for
Periodical Subscriptions and Other Subscription Services

Executive Directive 2007-16 establishes restrictions on the expenditure of funds
for periodical subscriptions and other subscription services for the remainder of the
fiscal year ending September 30, 2007.

This memorandum outlines procedures necessary to implement Executive
Directive 2007-16.

Moratorium on Periodical Subscription or Other Subscription Services

Expenditure of funds, regardless of funding source, is not allowed except for
purchases for the Michigan Electronic Library (MeL.org) or for the Library of Michigan.

The State Budget Director may grant an exception to this moratorium in advance
of an expenditure for a periodical subscription, including newspapers, magazines,
newsletters, and journals, and other subscription services in the following
circumstances:

1. The expenditure of funds for a periodical subscription or other subscription
service is required by legal mandate or court order.

2. The expenditure of funds for a periodical subscription or other subscription
service is needed to address an imminent threat to the health, safety, or
welfare of Michigan citizens or visitors.
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
